On 12 June, to mark the World Day and as part of the events planned around EXP0O2015 “Feeding the Planet, Energy for Life”, a major
concert of school and youth orchestras will take place at Castello Sforzesco (the site of the first EXPO in 1906) after the opening
conference in the morning.
